Rosen Plevneliev is the fourth
democratically elected President of
Bulgaria.

He graduated from the Technical
University of Sofia, majoring in
informatics. Until 2009, he was an
entrepreneur. He implemented over
80 construction projects in
Germany, as well as a number of
projects in Bulgaria, such as Business
Park Sofia, Residential Park Sofia, etc.
As a manager and CEO of the
international construction and real
estate company Lindner Group, he is
a member of the Board of Directors of
the Confederation of Employers and
Industrialists in Bulgaria, a member of
the board of the American Chamber of
Commerce and the German-Bulgarian
Chamber of Industry and Commerce.

He entered politics in 2009 as Minister
of Regional Development and Public
Works. He introduced a new approach
to the management of European Union
funds, launched projects for the
modernization of Bulgarian regions,
developed a new long-term strategy
for highway and road construction,
initiated a national energy efficiency
program. He was elected President of
the Republic of Bulgaria in November
2011. He initiated the National
Development Program "Bulgaria
